TRIONEWSAGRICULTURAL CONTRA CTOR 
FEEDS HERDS WITH A TRIOTRA C
Agricultural contractor Arjan Heersink 
from Lintelo (Netherlands) has been 
feeding herds with a T riotrac 2000 
since 1 April of this year having traded 
in his old mix er feeder trailer and 
front-loader . He feeds 1500 cattle 
and 800 dair y goats in the vicinity of 
Aalten ever y day. The herds he feeds 
for his customers range in size from 
50 to 160 dair y cattle. In the winter 
he travels 100 kilometres daily to feed 
livestock on eighteen farms. The main 
reason why his customers outsource 
their feeding is to save on labour . 
Heersink charges a basic price of 35 
Euro cents per cow provided that he 
has easy access to the farmers' silage 
pits and can set to work without 
delay. Arjan Heersink is enthusiastic 
about his new self-propelled mix er 
feeder which has a cutting and loading 
system. "The silage cutter uses far 
less energy . I hope to recover part of 
the investment through what I save on 
fuel. The cutting system leaves the 
structure of the silage intact. Other 
manufacturers use a fraise system, 
but, especially when working with wet 
silage, this often destroys the struc-
ture which is not good for the cow's 
digestive tract. With the T riotrac the 
edge of the silage clamp always 
remains intact, there is no mess on 
the farm and I can feed ver y precisely 
– down to the last kilo. I wasn't able to 
do that with the last feeder ." 

28 M³ TRUCKMOUNT MIXER FEE-
DER DELIVERED TO A CUSTOMER 
IN PORTUG AL
On Wednesday 4 F ebruar y a unique 
machine was delivered to a beef cattle 
farm in P ortugal. Mr Joao Manuel P 
Correia of JMPC Lda in Moita received 
the 28 m³ mix er, which was mounted 
on a new MAN truck. JMPC Lda is a 
large beef cattle farm just outside 
Lisbon. The +/- 7000 head of cattle 
are fed at several different sites so 
Mr Correia was looking for a fast and 
flexible way to feed them. By special 
request the mix er was sprayed the 
same colour green as the tractors 
used on the farm. The Solomix 2 2800 
VLB Trm has a conveyor belt with a 
'sideshift' at the front, a side door on 
the rear left and an e xtra door in the 
middle of the rear in order to be able 
to mak e 'premix' rations. JMPC Lda 
also chose to have the machine 
delivered with Digi-Star TMR T rack er 
Lite software which mak es it easy to 
program and manage feed rations. 
Once Export Manager Jarno Reulink 
had handed over the k eys, the Solomix 
2 2800 VLB T rm could set out on its 
2356 km journey from Oldenzaal to 
Moita in P ortugal.

TU 180 XL
Trioliet has developed a new type of 
silage blockcutter known as the 
Turbobuster TU 180 XL. The new TU 
model has a heavier structure and can 
load more rapidly , with one cut 3.4 m³ 
(± 2.4 tonnes of maize silage or ±1.5 
tonnes of grass silage). The possibility 
of cutting a larger block mak es for a 
considerable fuel saving in one go. The 
TU 180 XL is a heavy duty machine 
that can be combined with a wheel 
loader or telescopic loader , for e xam-
ple. The TU 180 XL is also ideal for 
loading the T riomatic automatic fee-
ding system. Extensive tests are now 
being carried out in the field with 
several machines in a range of condi-
tions. The TU 180 XL will be available 
from November 2009.
